Further Integration of the Roma Children in the Educational Field and Improved Living Conditions – SR 2002/000.610-03.

The Phare program Further Integration of the Roma Children in the Educational Field and Improved Living Conditions – SR 2002/000.610-03 was built up on previous Phare projects in the area of political criteria (Human Rights and Minority Protection). The main aim of the project was to create and implement the integrated model of education for children coming from socially disadvantaged environment mainly from Roma families living in the settlements and to create assumptions for improving the living conditions of socially disadvantaged citizens.

Activity 1: Re-integration of children from socially disadvantaged environment from special schools into regular primary schools
The purpose of this activity was to increase the number of pupils reintegrated from special schools into standard primary schools by establishing so called transitive classes in the special primary schools. The good practices from the previous projects ensure that pupils from the special primary schools, who successfully passed the education module and diagnostic tests and so fulfilled the criteria for standard education, were integrated into the standard primary school. The transitive classes were established in the municipalities with the high share of Roma population. Re-integration of the Roma children was based on the suitable and cultural relevant diagnostic tests. The education was based on special developed curricula and methods regarding the individuality of each child. Such an educational process should adequate prepare the pupils for the study on the standard primary school which are involved in the activity as partner schools.

There were 20 special primary schools and 19 partner standard primary schools involved in the project. The cooperation of both types of schools enables to reintegrate the pupils into the standard primary school (preferably in the place of residence). The schools involved in the project were equipped with teaching aids and other relevant equipment.

The Ministry of Education SR will ensure the sustainability of the program in the future (to control the schools involved in the project and to adopt relevant legislation etc.).

Schools involved in the project:

Special Primary School Hnúšťa, Markušovce, Lučenec, Veľké Kapušany, Pavlovce nad Úhom, Toporec, Hanušovce nad Topľou, Zborov, Lipany, Stará Ľubovňa, Jarovnice, Piešťany, Jelšava, Prešov, Chminianske Jakubovany, three special primary schools in Košice, two special special primary schools in Trebišov and partner standard primary schools.

Activity 2: Identification of municipalities to receive support and reviewing existing technical documentation

The aim of this activity was to set out the selection criteria to identify municipalities that are most in need of the technical assistance for preparing the basic infrastructure. These municipalities are specific by its high share of socially disadvantaged inhabitants. Most of the municipalities are lacking basic infrastructure e.g. potable water, sewage system, roads, pavements, electricity etc.

Result of this activity is following list of thirty municipalities:

Rokycany, Červenica, Hlinné, Malý Slivník, Čičava, Sobrance, Blatné Remety, Boliarov, Bačkovík, Rankovce, Vtáčkovce, Krásnohorské Podhradie, Bôrka, Čoltovo, Šárovce, Šíd, Čakanovce, Hodejov, Gortva, Uzovská Panica, Gemerská Ves, Hucín, Kameňany, Hranovnica, Kružlová, Vydrník, Jurské, Podhorany, Výborná, Labomirová

Activity 3: Preparation of technical documentation for municipalities with high share of socially disadvantaged groups of inhabitants

The aim of this activity was to prepare the technical documentation for infrastructure in 30 municipalities  - land-use plan, detailed technical drawings, maps, technical specifications, budget planning etc. needed for obtaining various permits regarding infrastructure construction. The technical documentation can be used in the future by applying for the structural found grants.

The technical documentation can be prepared only for the following infrastructure items:

· Potable water distribution

· Sewage system

· Wastewater treatment plants

· Roads

· Pavements

· Electricity wiring
